Ten local authorities, from the Humber to the Wash, have joined together to gain
more power, responsibility and funding from Government. This devolution deal is
worth £450m over 30 years and would result in improved transport, infrastructure,
skills and training in Greater Lincolnshire.

A new body would be created to manage the powers devolved from Government
and would include councillors from each partner council, chaired by a mayor
directly elected by residents.
